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July 1st Flood

The Washington County SPCA had to evacuate not once,
but twice within three weeks this summer. The staff and volun-
teers hearts and minds were focused on escaping the rising
flood waters.

The animal shelter was severely damaged and it must move
from the present location due to the flooding. There is no point
in restoring the shelter to its original condition when it very likely
will flood again. The money would be better spent to build a
new shelter in a safer location.

The current shelter was built in 1967, so 2007 marks the Wash-
ington County SPCA’s 40th anniversary. But even before the
recent floods, the facility was deteriorating and had not had
any major updates since 1987. A little-known fact is that
WCSPCA receives no funding from any federal, state or county
government or organization. The city of Bartlesville pays a fee to
the WCSPCA for the care of stray animals brought in by animal
control officers. This fee equals 20 percent of the total budget of
the shelter. The remainder of the shelter budget
comes from adoption and surrender fees, and chari-
table donations. WCSPCA also does not receive any
funding from the United Way.

Three months after the flooding, we are turning our focus from surviving the pre-
sent to the future. The future must include moving our nonprofit animal shelter from
its damaged facility on Highway 123 to a new modern facility on higher ground. To
achieve this goal, critical funds are needed to make a new shelter a reality before
the next disaster occurs.

June 11th Flood (First flood this year)

A special thank you to the employees of J.C. Penney, Arrowhead Vet Clinic, Dewey Vet Clinic
and all the individuals who assisted and fostered dogs for us. Seventy dogs and puppies had to
be evacuated from our facility due to high water. The animals were housed overnight in the two
veterinary clinics and in foster homes.

The water rose to the back door of the dog adoption building and was up to the driveway.
Crates donated by Wal-Mart were used to load the animals into a cargo trailer.

The water subsided and the dogs were returned the following day.
