Letter from the President 
 

After last summer’s floods the Board of Directors of the WCSPCA voted 
unanimously at their August meeting to find a new location for the facilities to 
remove it from the flood plain. Making a move of this magnitude is not done 
easily, quickly nor without major cost. Our first effort is to find a location. We 
have been very deliberate in this effort and have not yet purchased property but 
are considering several locations very closely.  
 
 To be prepared when we do find the right location we have entered into a con-
sulting contract with Animal Care Equipment & Services (ACES) of Boulder, 
Co. which is noted for helping local shelters begin the process of relocating 
and building a new facility. At the end of the contract we will know what our 
facility needs really are. We  will have a building design that will be what is 
needed to obtain local zoning approvals and can be used in soliciting prospec-
tive donors. It will not be the final design, for actual building will require con-
siderable more architecture. In addition to the preliminary design the ACES 
contract will provide guidance to our Board as to how to conduct  strategic 
planning, a capital campaign, expertise needed on the Board and on the Build-
ing Committee. The total cost of the contract is $27,900 and should be com-
plete in the 1st or 2nd quarter of 2008 at which time a location, hopefully, will 
be owned by the WCSPCA. 
     
I  know that all of you are excited with the thought of having a facility that is 
out of the flood plain, meets the needs of our animals and that the community 
will be proud of. The flood waters over the years have rendered our present fa-
cilities a disgrace not only to the workers and animals but to our community. 
The structural integrity of some of the buildings has definitely been compro-
mised. Needed support equipment has also been severely damaged. We must 
and will relocate. That is the commitment of the Board and the staff.  
          
I am sure that each of you want to help. The Board has taken the initial steps 
required to move ahead on this project. The way that you can now help is to

Organizing to Help 

Bartlesville Cats 
 

A new group is forming to make a 
difference for cats in the Bartles-
ville area. This effort is being 
spearheaded by Sharon Irwin and 
is affiliated with WCSPCA. Any-
one interested in helping may call 
Sharon at 275-4231 or email bvil-
lecats@yahoo.com. 
 
An overwhelming majority of 
Americans believe that leaving a 
stray cat outside to live out his life 
is more humane than having the 
cat caught and killed by animal 
control, according to a survey 
conducted by Harris for Alley Cat 
Allies, the national nonprofit or-
ganization dedicated solely to is-
sues affecting stray and feral cats. 
 
The first step for the Bartlesville 
group is to start a spay/neuter  

 

program dedicated to cats. The cat 
population must be brought under 
control to prevent more unwanted 
cats 
and kittens from coming into 
the shelter where they have 
only a small chance of being 
adopted. 
 
January 16 is the first spay day 
scheduled for this program. We 
are targeting outdoor female 
cats, whether owned or stray. 
Income guidelines will deter-
mine the price for the surgery. 
 
“I do not want to keep seeing 
hundreds of kittens coming into 
the shelter every summer, 
knowing that there are no 
homes for them”, said Anita 
Stepp, WCSPCA Executive Di-
rector. “We want to find other 
solutions to replace the out-
dated notion that stray cats 
must be euthanized. We have 
started a barn cat program and 
would like to see a trap-neuter-
return program implemented in 
Bartlesville. And of course the 
biggest factor is to spay more 
cats. We need help to make 
this happen. I am pleading with 
the cat-loving citizens of Bar-
tlesville to get involved and help 
stop the destruction of stray 
cats. We can’t do it alone.”
